Disclaimers - SAMPLES

Law firms can use disclaimers to warn prospective clients that information provided in emails, blogs, or on the law firm’s website, is not legal advice. Firms can also use disclaimers to clarify that the provision of such information does not create an attorney-client relationship, and to confirm whether the firm will treat any information received as confidential. 

NOTE: Be aware that firms use email and websites differently. Some firms use these services to allow prospective clients to interact directly with firm staff or lawyers. Remember that both the attorney-client relationship as well as confidentiality may be implicated in these and other circumstances, and the firm should warn prospective clients accordingly.
